(Teacher Managed)
	Definition
	Example

	Defiance 
(M-Defiance)
	Student fails to follow directions, talks back or refuses to complete work after being redirected more than once or in several instances throughout the day.
	-Student has been arguing when told to do something, and then continues to do what he was told not to do. Today he was running with scissors spinning them around on his finger. He was told several times to stop, and safely walk with the scissors, but continued to run and then threw them in the bin.
-Student was given several prompts to work on an assignment but instead drew on the back.

	Disrespect 
(M-Disrespct)
	Student delivers low-intensity, socially rude, hurtful or dismissive messages to adults or students.
	-Student was disrespectful to me and would not follow directions. He refused to get lunch and raised his voice when I tried to speak with him. He then rolled his eyes and stormed off. 

	Disruption 
(M-Disruption)
	Student engages in low-intensity, but inappropriate disruption. Normal classroom activity can not continue.
	-Student was constantly disrupting the class during math. He was yelling out, rolling around on the floor, and crawling under desks.
-During an ELA  test, a student kept tapping on the divider of another student despite being asked to stop.

	Inappropriate Language (M-Inapp Lan)
	Student vocalizes or writes  inappropriate language, not including profanity or racially charged statements.
	-When in the classroom I asked Student to start his work with the rest of the ELA group. Student then told me I was a "fricken idiot" and that he would not be starting his work.
-A student brought in their favorite stuffed animal to share with the class and another student said “That’s stupid. Stuffed animals are for babies.”

	Physical Contact
 (M-Contact)
	Student engages in non-aggressive, but inappropriate physical contact.
	-Student threw a stuffed animal at another student on the bus.
-During morning meeting, student was poking their classmate.

	Property Misuse 
(M-Prpty Misuse)
	Student does not use personal or classroom materials, equipment or resources appropriately.
	-Student was caught by a staff putting wads of paper towels in the 2nd grade boys bathroom urinals.
-Students connected markers together and used them as swords.

	Technology Violation 
(M-Tech)
	Student engages in non-serious, but inappropriate (as defined by technology policy) use of cell phone, music/video players, camera, and/or Chromebook/iPad
	-Student was looking up MOMO on the Chromebook when she was supposed to be on Lexia.




Major Behavioral Definitions

	Problem Behavior
(Office Managed)
	Definition
	Example

	Defiance or Refusal
	Student engages in extended or repeated refusal to follow directions or talks back.
	-During silent reading, Student was told that it wasn't an appropriate time to be coloring. He was told that it was not fair that he got to color while the other students were doing the expected behavior. Student left the room and went to "Antarctica" to continue coloring. He was told he could take a break, but he needed to earn a coloring break. Coloring during inappropriate times has been an ongoing and repeated behavior.

	Disrespect
	Student repeatedly delivers socially rude, hurtful or dismissive messages to adults or students.
	-Student was reported as being disrespectful to playground staff. He was reported to swear at them/get aggressive when asked to leave the playground.

	Disruption
	Student engages in behavior causing an interruption in a class or activity. Disruption includes sustained loud talk, yelling, or screaming; noise with materials; horseplay or roughhousing; and/or sustained out-of-seat behavior.
	-Student was running around the room in and out of the classroom, running into the bathroom, hit a girl with her bracelet on the arm, taking the germ-x soap and spraying it around the room, picking up chairs and putting them over her head, going on the classroom computer, took off her shoes and tapping her feet loudly, shouting, threw water bottle and hit another student in the face, standing on the table, grabbed papers and threw them around the room, and running away from the para.

	*Harassment
	The delivery of disrespectful messages in any format related to gender, ethnicity, sex, race, religion, disability, physical features, or other protected class.
	-Another student's parent called to inform that his son was being teased by another student. Mr. LaFountain questioned the student who stated that another student has been calling him the boogerman and that his eczema is contagious. Mr. LaFountain questioned this student about these accusations and he admitted to saying both.

	*Bullying



	The repeated and intentional delivery of direct or technology-based messages that involve intimidation, teasing, taunting, threats, or name calling.
	-Discuss with administration and see district policy before submitting

	*Abusive Language, Inappropriate Language, Profanity
	Student delivers verbal messages that include swearing, name calling, or use of words in an inappropriate way.
	-At recess, he and another student were calling other students "b****" and "p****."
-Told a girl at recess to "shut the f*** up.”
-Student was asked to please get in line so the class could dismiss. He proceeded to run past me and say, "Don't tell me what to do you piece of s***".

	*Physical Aggression or Fighting
	Student engages in actions involving serious physical contact where injury may occur (e.g., hitting, punching, hitting with an object, kicking, hair pulling, scratching, etc.).
	-Student grabbed another student (girl) from behind around the neck and choked her forcing her to fall backwards to the ground.
-Student was across the room and I asked him to go back to his seat as the class was coming back from Math. He refused, and when I turned around he threw his water bottle at me.

	Property Damage / Vandalism
	Student participates in an activity that results in destruction or disfigurement of property.
	-During recess, student threw rocks at cars parked in the parking lot.
-Student intentionally pulled keys off a chromebook and wrote with sharpie on the screen.

	*Technology Violation
	Student engages in inappropriate (as defined by school) use of cell phone, music/video players, camera, and/or Chromebook/iPad.
	-Student typed the word "PORN" into Google while the SmartBoard was on and students present.
-Student was looking at inappropriate pictures containing adult content while logged onto a chromebook.
-Student logged into other students Footsteps2Brilliance account and made inappropriate journal entries.

	Possession or Use of Weapons or Dangerous / Inappropriate  Items
	Student is in possession of knives (> 6 in., < 6 in.) and guns (real or look alike), or other objects readily capable of causing bodily harm.
	-Student brought a lighter to school and showed another student.
-Student brought in a NSFW adult object.

	*Forgery, Theft or Plagiarism
	Student is involved by being in possession of, having passed on, or being responsible for removing someone else's property; or the student has signed a person’s name without that person’s permission, or claims someone else’s work as their own.
	-Forged a note for that "gave permission" for another student to get off at his stop.
-Today while packing up, a student told me that a classmate had stolen the item they bought from the Cat Cash store from him. This is the third item that the student has taken objects that did not belong to him.



	Unauthorized Location
	Student left school property, or left classroom / location without permission.
	-Student participated appropriately in silent reading and transitioned smoothly into math. Students were about to begin a math minute, and student asked to join. The students began the math minute and after completing 3 problems, student got up and left. The student went to the stage and began throwing objects. He then tried to run. After throwing basketballs at myself and two other staff members, student was escorted to the calm down room.
-Student ran out of the building and down Elm Street towards the church.

	Lying / Cheating
	Student delivers a message that is untrue and/or deliberately violates rules.
	-After being told to stay inside for recess, student went out and told the recess aids they were allowed.
-During a math test, student copied off their classmates tests.
